What is it?

A study to describe the quality of life and level of participation in leisure activities in adolescents (ages 12-18 yrs) with Cerebral Palsy.

What does it involve?

A 3 hour visit by parent (or caregiver) and adolescent to the Neurology department of the Montreal Children’s’ Hospital, for completion of a variety of questionnaires on quality of life and participation in leisure activities.
